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REFLECTING ON GOD’S WORD
Sunday Gospel: Matthew 2, 1-12

Saint Paul was born and brought up a Jew with an
excellent religious education. He expected a Jewish
Messiah for the Jews, probably a great leader like King
David. Jesus did not fit that profile. Paul was convinced
Jesus’ followers were deluded and dangerous, so he
hunted them down. After his vision of Jesus on the
Damascus road, Paul’s outlook changed profoundly. He
was wrong about Jesus and about Jesus’ followers. He
was wrong about a Messiah just for the Jews.
Remarkably, he could admit that he was wrong! He
knew he had been given an insight into the mystery of
God’s grace, which is universal and unconfined. These
convictions took Paul and his companions out into the
Mediterranean world on long, dangerous journeys. Jesus
was born a Jew in Bethlehem yet, as Risen Lord, he is
Lord of all nations and peoples. Paul knew this. It
changed his mind. It changed his heart. It changed the
world.
