From the Desk of Father Jonathan 
 

This week there was a serious fire in an apartment building on 
Beaumont.  Several apartments were engulfed in smoke and 
flames, including the homes of parishioners and a family of an 
eighth grader in our school.  
  
One of the residents told me, "Father, you can't believe what 
it's like to lose everything until it happens to you". 
  
I was proud of how our parish responded.  Our new principal, 
Ms. Valerie Savino, immediately went to the site of the fire, 
having       heard      one     of     her     students      was     
affected.    Fr.  Urbano was also there to assess the needs of 
the families.  Our  eighth  grade  teacher, Frank Iurilli, has 
offered great  support to  his  student  and his family.  The 
Borgatti family helped coordinate some merchants in the 
neighborhood to provide meals.  Long term, we will work with 
Catholic Charities and local real estate representatives to see 
how our families can best get back on their feet and stay in the 
neighborhood.  
  
Have you noticed that sometimes it is tragedy that brings us 
together?  Here in the Bronx we live on top of each other--
literally--and yet it is so easy to isolate ourselves.  We go 
about our daily lives in close quarters with thousands of peo-
ple, but we keep to ourselves.  We see the same people each 
day and don't even know each other's names.  At most we 
wave or say hello, but we don't make many new friend-
ships.   We have no idea what the other people are suffering 
or what they might need.  
  
There are surely many reasons for our isolation.  Sometimes it 
is because we are too busy, or because we are afraid, or we 
don't know if the other person wants to get to know us.  
  
A tragedy like this fire can remind us that life is short, material 
possessions are ephemeral, and that we all need friendship 
and community.   This week, let's reach out a little bit more; 
let's ask someone their name, find out what they do, what they 
need, what we can do to be a better neighbor.

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REFLECTING ON GOD’S WORD 
Sunday Gospel: (Matt 4:12-23) 

LIBERATION AND REFORM 
 While you might have to reach for an atlas to 
determine that Isaiah is speaking about Galilee, 
today’s first reading (part of which was read at 
Christmas) is prophetic of Jesus’ future ministry in 
that province. The light that brings salvation and 
rejoicing is, ultimately, Christ. Liberation is the 
theme: liberation from both ignorance (“darkness”) 
and sin (the “yoke”). 
 As Isaiah identifies a place, so Paul describes an 
attitude: the attitude that develops, even among 
good people, of equating their own will with the 
common good. This always brings dissension, and 
so it has done in Corinth. Paul will not allow this; 
we are all members of “Christ’s party.” The gospel 
is not to divide us. 
 Matthew quotes from Isaiah in today’s Gospel, 
presenting Jesus as the fulfillment of Isaiah’s 
prophecies. The theme is “Repent, for the kingdom 
of heaven is at hand” (Matthew 4:17). To spread 
this message, Jesus begins to select disciples, four 
of whom we meet today: Peter, Andrew, James, and 
John.

     È tra tutte queste esperienze penose che ci 
raggiunge la buona parola: non vedete solo le 
tenebre, guardate anche la luce con cui Dio 
rischiara la vostra vita. Egli ha mandato Gesù per 
condividere con voi le vostre pene. Voi potete 
contare su di lui che è al vostro fianco, luce 
nell’oscurità. 
  
     Non siamo noi che diamo alla nostra vita il suo 
senso ultimo. È lui. Non è né il nostro lavoro, né il 
nostro sapere, né il nostro successo. È lui, e la luce 
che ci distribuisce. Perché il valore della nostra vita 
non si basa su quello che facciamo, né sulla 
considerazione o l’influenza che acquistiamo. Essa 
prende tutto il suo valore perché Dio ci guarda, si 
volta verso di noi, senza condizioni, e qualsiasi sia 
il nostro merito. La sua luce penetra nelle nostre 
tenebre più profonde, anche là dove ci sentiamo 
radicalmente rimessi in causa, essa penetra nel 
nostro errore. Possiamo fidarci proprio quando 
sentiamo i limiti della nostra vita, quando questa ci 
pesa e il suo senso sembra sfuggirci. Il popolo 
immenso nelle tenebre ha visto una luce luminosa; 
una luce è apparsa a coloro che erano nel buio 
regno della morte!

REFLEXIONEMOS LA PALABRA DE DIOS 
Evangelio del Domingo: (Mat 4, 12-23) 

LIBERACIÓN Y REFORMA 
 Aunque quizá tengas que usar un atlas para 
determinar que Isaías está hablando de Galilea, la 
primera lectura de hoy (parte de la cual se leyó en 
Navidad) profetiza el futuro ministerio de Jesús en esa 
provincia. La luz que trae la salvación y regocijo es, 
fundamentalmente, Cristo. El tema es la liberación: 
liberación de la ignorancia (“tinieblas”) y también del 
pecado (el “yugo”). 
 Mientras Isaías identifica un lugar, así Pablo 
describe una actitud: la actitud que crece, incluso entre 
gente buena, de equiparar su propia voluntad con el 
bien común. Esto siempre origina desacuerdo, y así ha 
ocurrido en Corinto. Pablo no permitirá esto; todos 
somos miembros del “partido de Cristo”. El Evangelio 
no es para dividirnos. 
 Mateo cita a Isaías en el Evangelio de hoy, y 
presenta a Jesús como el cumplimiento de las profecías 
de Isaías. El tema es “Conviértanse, porque ya está 
cerca el Reino de los Cielos” (Mateo 4:17). Para 
difundir este mensaje, Jesús comienza a elegir 
discípulos, y hoy conocemos a cuatro de ellos: Pedro, 
Andrés, Santiago y Juan.

TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE 
 Los retablos de metal son famosos en muchas par-
tes de Latinoamérica. Estos pequeños retablos o lami-
nitas contienen imágenes de Cristo, la Santísima Trini-
dad, María, los ángeles u otro santo/a pintados sobre 
lámina, madera u otro material para decorar los altares 
familiares de los hogares hispanos. Aunque los reta-
blos no siempre siguen las normas del arte cristiano, 
los retablos latinoamericanos son bellos ejemplos de la 
mezcla de culturas amerindias, europeas y africanas. 
Pero no todos los retablos son pequeños. En muchas 
iglesias coloniales de Latinoamérica se encuentran 
retablos gigantescos hechos de mármol o madera, cu-
biertos de oro y joyas que recuerdan los grandes reta-
blos europeos, pero con el color y folclor latinoameri-
cano. 
 Originalmente, los retablos europeos eran pequeños 
y móviles, de tal manera que se podían colocar sobre un 
altar para la celebración de la Misa. Cuando la Iglesia 
fue construyendo sus propios templos, los retablos em-
pezaron a formar parte de la decoración de los santua-
rios y tomaron dimensiones impresionantes. Los reta-
blos pequeños pasaron a los hogares de los fieles, quie-
nes quieren tener a Cristo y sus santos como parte de su 
diario vivir.
