Sunday Gospel: (Matt 6:24-34)
DONGI' BE ANXIOUS

People have, it seems, a natural penchant for
misplaced emphasis on unimportant things. They
can easily get caught up with what they@e having
for dinner or what they will wear.

Often it is a tragedy that helps people to refocus
on what is really important. What I shall wear is an
irrelevant question when I am facing surgery or
chemotherapy. What® for dinner is immaterial to
those living through grief or unemployment.

In today® Gospel, Jesus tells us not to worry.
He doesnd& say, fiDon& eat. DonG cook. Don& buy
clothes.0 He says, fiDon& worry.0 Jesus asks us not
to relinquish our responsibilities but to let go of our
anxiety. Anxiety betrays a lack of trust and Jesus
reminds us that AY our heavenly Father knows0 all
that you need (Matthew 6:32).

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

By the early 1950s some scholars were calling
for the restoration of Communion of the faithful
on Good Friday, since by then only a priest re-
ceived, consuming the host from the Holy Thurs-
day repository. In 1955 the new Good Friday litur-
gy was timed to begin at three oG&lock every-
where, and included the option of Holy
Communion, but without the Precious Blood that
had originally been part of the liturgy. Today,
there is increasing debate among theologians.
Some feel that it would be better to fast from the
Eucharist on Good Friday, focusing on the mys-
tery of the cross and highlighting the Easter Com-
munion. Others say that this Communion infuses
the sadness of the day with awareness of Christ&
victory. It is not a day of mourning, of course, and
the Passion according to John grounds the liturgy
in a sense of Christ® victory over death and the
triumph of the cross. The tradition is rich and var-
ied, and we are still in the early stages of recover-
ing an ancient way of doing things.

The
traditional name for the day in Latinis Fe r i a
P ar a swhehurenslates as fiThe Sixth Day of
the Week of Preparation.0 Other languages make
do with fiHoly Friday.0 In another part of England,
as in Denmark, the people used to call it fiLong
Friday,0 a good description for a quiet day without

work and no chance for play or a good meal!

El Papa Leon Magno describe la Cuares-
ma como un retiro durante el cual los fieles, recordan-
do el ejemplo de Jests, se preparan para celebrar la
Pascua con un corazon purificado y la practica perfecta

LENTEN FAST AND ABSTINENCE

FASTING requires that only one full meal be
taken per day. Two other smaller meals may be tak-
en during the day to maintain physical strength, but
these two meals together should not equal a full
meal in quantity. Nor is there eating between meals.
Fasting obliges all those who have reached the age
of 18 and continues to oblige through age 59. Those
who are not specifically obliged to fast are encour-
aged to join in the discipline of fasting to the extent
that they are able.

ABSTINENCE prohibits individuals from eating
meat on a particular day. Abstinence obliges all
those who have reached the age of 14 and continues
to oblige throughout their lives. Those who are not
specifically obliged to abstain from eating meat are
encouraged to join in the discipline of abstaining to
the extent that they are able.

ASH WEDNESDAY and GOOD FRIDAY are
days of Fast and Abstinence.

FRIDAYS in Lent are days of Abstinence.
