Lamentablemente, este testi-
monio no viene de hace 17 6 19 siglos, mas bien, viene
del siglo pasado, siglo en el cual la persecucion de cristia-
nos se multiplicé por todas partes del mundo produciendo
mas martires que ningun otro siglo.

El testimonio del soldado fue acerca del primer santo
Argentino, Héctor Valdivielso Saez y compaiieros, quie-
nes fueron asesinados por los comunistas en Asturias,
Espaiia. El fue uno de los mas de 8000 cristianos martiri-
zados en Espafia, 30,000 en China, incontables en Lati-

noamérica y otros lugares durante el siglo pasado.
